Homework Policy

Introduction

Learning at home is an essential part of good education. Regular homework is important, since it gives children the opportunity to practise at home the tasks done in class, and helps them work towards improving important skills. It also encourages children to become confident and independent in their learning, which will help throughout their time at school and, later, in adult life.

Homework activities are an important part of the home/school partnership.

At Oaktree Nursery & Primary School all children are expected to take part in a variety of homework tasks to enhance and support their work in class

by;

· providing a range of homework tasks and activities to consolidate and extend learning in class

· ensuring that the children have a clear understanding of the tasks involved

· providing information to parents about their child’s progress, projects and topics being studied

Parents/Carers can support homework by;

· providing somewhere peaceful for children to work without distraction in a suitable place

· providing encouragement and support to children and praising them when homework is completed

· providing immediate feedback to their child

· recording comments in their child’s reading record

Pupils are expected to:

· complete homework to the best of their ability

· return homework on time
Allocated times

Homework is given in line with the Government’s recommended time allocation as follows;

Nursery & Reception: 10 minutes per day

Year 1 and 2: 1 hour per week

Years 3 and 4: 1.5 hours per week

Year 5 and 6: 2 hours per week

Holiday homework will also be given in upper Key Stage 2.
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
